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The Situation at Corpus Christi 
By Lt Col John Barfoot and Major Joe Ely Carrales, CAP 

 
Corpus Christi, Texas—  At the meeting on 2 December 2008, several issues regarding the future of the unit were dis-
cussed.  As the last weeks and days of 2008 slowly burn toward the HOLIDAY SEASON, most of the evening’s discussions 
centered around the current aircraft situation and training.   The following is based on an e-mail set by Lt Col John Barfoot 
to the unit staff supplemented with commentary and “curious meanwhiles” supplied by Major Joe Ely Carrales. 
 

Aircraft status. As is general knowledge, CAP aircraft N9813L (a.k.a. 
the San Marcos bird) has been temporarily assigned to Corpus Christi 
to augment cadet orientation flights and CAP pilot training, namely 
CAPF 5 rides.  Concurrently, N9813L was pretty much down for a bat-
tery issue for the duration of its stay.   This greatly encumbered the 
cadet and senior training.  A battery was shipped to Lt Col John Bar-
foot, where negotiations were underway at the writing of this article for 
its replacement and the return of N9813L to its aerodrome north of San 
Antonio. The arrival of the "new" aircraft, that which is to be perma-
nently assigned to remains in the air; however, Wing and Group V in-
dicate it will arrive not too long after the start of the New Year. CA-
PERS indicates that it will be in maintenance until 01/05/09 for main-
tenance and a new engine.   This gives us one heck of a great start with 
it.  Which, incidentally, 
leads to...  

Aircraft SOP. With the arrival of the new aircraft in January, we need to have 
set in place a well thought out aircraft SOP that covers such things as cleaning 
out the aircraft after each flight, refueling policy, scheduling etc. This will es-
tablish and  address our own local procedures for handling the aircraft. This is 
necessary because many of our aviators are spread out over a considerable dis-
tance. Lt Col Rene Velazquez will prepare a draft of these procedures which 
will be published here (IAW OPSEC guidelines) and at the various facilities 
where CAP aircraft will be marshaled..  
RBO hangar.  A few matters need to be addressed at CAP Station Robs-
town...one, it needs to be cleaned. Prior cleanings have been sufficient for it 
then purposes, however, there is still a number of items that have survived the 
various purges. Basically, we need to figure out what stays and what goes. 
Also, need to find out the status of the new fuel pumps and if they take the 
AVCARD. Capt Lorenzo Baldwin can check on the fuel pumps. We'll need to 
get some of us together at the hangar to discuss the disposition of the items in 
the hangar.  
Training. We need to conduct some in house training on paperwork to be accomplished prior to and after each flight. Train-
ing on WMIRS etc. Major Fidel Alvarado also mentioned having table top mission training. We need to have an Air ES 
Training Officer. Training topics would rotate among aircrew so we don't wind up using 1 or 2 people for training every 
time.  
Mentors. We need to start pairing Mentors with new members to show them the ropes on what needs to be accomplished. 
(examples include...CAP website/e-services introduction.)  
Mission Base items. We need to make sure that we have all items in place to operate as a mission base, spare 104 Forms, 
ORM etc. Need to duplicate this at the hangar at RBO.  
IMU training. Need to get aircrew up to speed on this. Lt Mike Garmon has details to be brought forth at a future time.  
Safety. Safety meeting once a month. Requirement to have an annual ORM session. Capt Jerry Lunceford mentioned having 
one in January.  
BCUT. Need to address getting new members completed. A list will be complied and a class available as per Lt Garmon. 
Weight and Balance for our new aircraft was brought up. Need to have the W&B entered into the PCs. Also need to make 
sure the W&B is actually in the aircraft. For the PC in the Ops/Planning room/conference room.  
SAREX at CRP. We need to coordinate in advance with ATC personnel to let them know how many aircraft we will have 
at CRP. This could be promulgated in a SPIN and given to ATC.  
 
Lastly, We need to develop a "standard" monthly schedule. Squadron business on one Tuesday, reserve a Tuesday for train-
ing only, Safety etc. We could hash out the following months schedule on the last Tuesday of each month.

Bexar County Senior Squadron Plans IFR Training

San Antonio, Texas—Bexar County Senior Squadron has been asked to host a 
Instrument Flight Pilot Continuation Training (IFR PCT) for Group 5. Its a new 
beastie dreamed up here in Texas to improve the skills of our current IFR pi-
lots. This is NOT intended as IFR training, but as a IFR refresher for pilots who 
are already certified IFR pilots.  
 
The basic layout resembles a standard CAP PCT. One day of classroom presen-
tations and instruction - obviously geared to IFR flight in this case. After the 
classroom portion, just like a regular PCTs, pilots will have 30 days to get in 
their free flight. But with this new IFR PCT - each pilot gets TWO hours of 

flight time instead of one. And the flight MUST be with a CFII to refresh/practice the pilot's IFR skills.  
 
We are currently shooting for a 31 January 2009 for the classroom portion of the PCT, here in San Antonio. At 
Group 5 - Jim McCloud has volunteered to act as Project Officer. And Danny Graham is filling that role from 
BCSS. We are still in the planning and writing Ops Plan stage - and need some feedback from other Group 5 units 
to calculate numbers. Or in other words - how many people can we reasonably expect from each Squadron.  
 
So, can you each please send us a e-mail. We need to know how many IFR certified pilots you have in your 
Squadron. Please send us that number ASAP so we can calculate the money requirements for the Ops Plan.  
And then please poll those pilots to get an feel for how many would attend/participate. We can then use the more 
realistic "planning to attend" number when we get down to class & instructor planning.  
 
Oh yes - one other thing. As usual - this PCT is open to everyone. So, anyone could attend - CAP or not. In fact, 
we suggest that VFR only pilots attend - they could learn a lot. But the funded flying afterward will only be for 
those CAP Pilots who are IFR Certified.
