So, what does it take to be a CADET OFFICER
the Civil Air Patrol? What will Cade¥latthew
Spencerour closest candidate at this time, have
do to put on those shoulder boards?

The road to GBDET OFFICER starts with first
being an AIRMAN. CAP Cadets begin as
CADET AIRMAN BASICS that begiaa long and
rigorousseries of tests arattivitiesthat include
LEADERSHIP and AEROSPACE tests that
challenge the mind, MORAL LEADERSHIP
developmet opportunities that challenge the sou
SQUADRON ACTIVITIES that challenge ofe
citizenship and PHYSICAL FITNESS
ACTIVITIES that challenge the body.

After one has been an AIRMAN, they are rea
for their job as a NCO. In CAP, Cadet NON
COMMISSIONED OFFICERS command the 8
person flights as element leaders. Through mor
training and preparation they can eligible for
LEADERSHIP SCHOOL and the TEXAS WING
ENCAMPMENT.

The ENCAMPMENT is an important step.
This weeklong boot camp prepares the CAP cad
for the challenges of Military and Civilian life.
The experience is a great one and deepens a ce
understanding of how the Civil Air Patrol
operates.

After this, once a Cadet has earned the grade
Cadet Chi€MasterSergeant, they must then
prepare a series of projects, one written and on
spoken, about the importance of American Air
Power. Some cadets choose to publish their
essays in journals and others take to the airwavi
on Radio and Television.

Once all this has been accomplished, the Ca«
is eligible for the General Billy Mitchell Award
which prepares that cadet for the grade & ib
the USAF, E2 in the US Army and US Navy and
makes a CADET eligible for scholarship
opportunities from CAP and other organizations.

Next lies the duties of Cadet Officership, whe
they can earn other accolades and opportunities
the future.
